VOLUNTEERING OPPORTUNITIES:
COUNSELLING

What do Volunteers do?

We have up to 15 volunteer counsellors working with individual young people.

Counsellors are also involved in Bullying and Eating Disorders Support Groups.

Who can become a volunteer?

Anyone with the relevant qualifications can apply.

What skills or qualifications are required?

Counselling volunteers must have a minimum of a Certificate in Counselling, and be working towards BACP accreditation.

What commitments are volunteers asked to make?

All volunteers are expected to be committed to Open Door Leicester policies, practices and ethos.  For example, all volunteers are expected to work in ways which respect and empower young people.

The amount of time given by volunteers is negotiable but counsellors are expected to see at least two clients per week.

References and police checks will be required, as volunteers will be working with vulnerable young people.

What does Open Door Leicester offer its volunteers?

Valuable and varied experience in the field of counselling.

Open Door can offer some in-house training for volunteers, as well as support in locating relevant training & development opportunities elsewhere.

Counselling volunteers receive regular supervision from a qualified supervisor.

Travel expenses are paid from within the city boundary.

What is the application procedure?

Potential applicants can contact Open Door during office hours to ask about vacancies and discuss their needs and interests.
All interested individuals are asked to complete a confidential application form.
